THE ROCKING CHAIR PROPHET

Friends, through the readings this week-
end we are taught to recognize the wis-
dom of God and the wickedness of human
nature. The wicked associate with envy
and selfish ambition. By contrast, the
wise enjoy a gift “from above.” And the
fruits of wisdom that come from above are
ample, distinctive and desirable. Wisdom
begets purity, peace, gentleness, docility, mercy, goodness,
consistency, and sincerity. It is a lengthy list of fruits wor-
thy of meditation. As James points out, for the wicked
conflicts and wars are born of their unintegrated desires
which he calls passions. These unholy longings of the
wicked ultimately result in fruitlessness. Their energies get
spent on fighting and waging war, and what they really
want to remain out of reach. Sadly, what they desire is on-
ly a request away. But the wicked are unable to humbly
ask for or openly receive what they desire.

The wise are praiseworthy models, while the wicked prove
pitiable and in need of an antidote. And for that we must
look to the Gospel. In the Gospel Jesus is trying to teach
his disciples that he must suffer, die, and rise. But they fail
to understand him. After all, what does suffering and death
have to do with greatness? Their squabble over which one
might be the greatest was not in keeping with their master’s
message and mission. They had been embodying the wick-
edness described in Wisdom and James. So, before he
could meaningfully teach them about his coming suffering,
death, and resurrection, he would have to rid them of their
wickedness and selfish ambition. To do so, Jesus sits them
down and shows them that to receive him, his teaching, and
ultimately the one who sent him, they must employ the
same gentleness and openness applied when embracing a
child.

Christ’s way is the way of wisdom and holiness. It is striv-
ing for meekness not power. The message is that fighting
for God’s grace is futile. Instead, fostering an open, docile
spirit is the antidote to selfish ambition and wicked de-
sires.
